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A Worship Study Guide for Individuals, Groups and Families: For the week of June 3, 2018

Note to Discussion Leaders: Have members read the Bible passage in the group meeting. This is a “worship discussion” guide, and our
reflections and applications are grounded in Scripture. Read through this guide before meeting with the group. You do not need to work through
the whole guide. Decide which points would be most helpful for the time of meeting together, and use them as a starting point for your time
together.

Numbers 27:12-23 “Look Ahead”

2The LORD said to Moses, “Go up into this mountain of Abarim
and see the land that | have given to the people of

Israel. 13 When you have seen it, you also shall be gathered to
your people, as your brother Aaron was, '*because you rebelled
against my word in the wilderness of Zin when the congregation
quarreled, failing to uphold me as holy at the waters before their
eyes.” (These are the waters of Meribah of Kadesh in the
wilderness of Zin.) 1> Moses spoke to the LORD, saying, "6 “Let
the LORD, the God of the spirits of all flesh, appoint a man over
the congregation 17 who shall go out before them and come in
before them, who shall lead them out and bring them in, that the
congregation of the LORD may not be as sheep that have no
shepherd.” 18 So the LORD said to Moses, “Take Joshua the son

of Nun, a man in whom is the Spirit, and lay your hand on

him. 1 Make him stand before Eleazar the priest and all the
congregation, and you shall commission him in their

sight. 20 You shall invest him with some of your authority, that all
the congregation of the people of Israel may obey. 2! And he
shall stand before Eleazar the priest, who shall inquire for

him by the judgment of the Urim before the LORD. At his word
they shall go out, and at his word they shall come in, both he
and all the people of Israel with him, the whole congregation.”

22 And Moses did as the LORD commanded him. He took Joshua
and made him stand before Eleazar the priest and the whole
congregation,23and he laid his hands on him and commissioned
him as the LORD directed through Moses.

Sermon Notes
This week, Steve Shelby preached on Numbers 27:12-23.

e  Out of all the hundreds of thousands that are counted in the beginning of the book, only three are left. Caleb, Joshua and Moses.

e As this new generation prepares to enter the land, there are still more transitions. The transition of Moses by death is repeated 4 times in
these stories.

o Is God being harsh by allowing Moses to see the land but not enter it?
o What must Moses be thinking?
